Fees and Charges:

starting date.

Aces Centre Club Membership is compulsory for students. The Clubwill provide students at the beginning of 
each term their main text books. Students may keep the book for the term or can purchase the book at a 
discounted price from Aces Centre Club. Every student needs to return each book in the same condition it has 
been given to him/her. If the book is damaged or lost a penalty of $75 will be applied and deducted from the 
bond. The compulsory club membership cost is $750/annum that includes $150 for the bond. Students with no 
penalty will receive their bond money at the end of their education at Aces Centre.
